It’s easy for many of us to write a check to support the March
of Dimes.

Unfortunately, there are many charities out there whose actions or beliefs conflict with Catholic social
teaching in one way or another. While we are all called in the name of Charity to help our fellow man,
should we not also be good stewards of the gifts that the Lord has given to each of us and carefully
evaluate which charities are deserving of our help? While the local chapters may not support these
policies, a good question to ask might be how much of their funds indirectly supports these policies?

The complete list is too long to
publish here, but I can make available upon request. What I would like to ask each of you is that the
next time you consider making a donation to some organization or another, consider how they might use
that donation.
